Writing:

Following the pandemic Year 2 will be initially starting the year by re visiting RWI and Phonics skills. There will be a
Phonics Screening test for the children during December and we will share the results from these as soon as we
are able. There will be plenty of opportunities for the children to develop their writing skills across all subjects and
the overview shows you the progression we aim to continue with during the Spring term. In the overview above,
you can see that writing builds on previous years targets and develops this as your child becomes a more mature
writer.

Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling:

This term we are aiming to:

use capital letters, full stops and question marks

form letters correctly

spell high frequency words correctly — because, said, were, where, what, there, said
use past and present tense accurately

all Standard 2 punctuation correctly used

Place Value

read and write numbers to at least 100 in numerals and in words

recognise the place value of each digit in a two-digit number (tens, ones)

identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations including the number line
compare and order numbers from 0 up to 100; use <, > and = signs

use place value and number facts to solve problems

count in steps of 2, 3 and 5 from 0, and in tens from any number, forward and backward

Addition and Subtraction

recall and use addition and subtraction facts to 20 fluently, and derive and use related facts up to 100
add and subtract numbers using concrete objects, pictorial representations, and mentally, including: a two-
digit number and ones; a two-digit number and tens; two two-digit numbers; adding three one-digit numbers




Computing

e show that the addition of two numbers can be done in any order (commutative) and subtraction of one
number from another cannot

e solve problems with addition and subtraction: using concrete objects and pictorial representations, including
those involving numbers, quantities and measures; applying their increasing knowledge of mental and
written methods

e recognise and use the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction and use this to check
calculations and solve missing number problems

Money

e recognise and use symbols for pounds (£) and pence (p); combine amounts to make a particular value
¢ find different combinations of coins that equal the same amounts of money

Multiplication and Division

e recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times tables, including recognising odd and
even numbers

e calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division within the multiplication tables and write
them using the multiplication (x), division (+) and equals (=) sign

e solve problems involving multiplication and division, using materials, arrays, repeated addition, mental
methods and multiplication and division facts, including problems in contexts

e show that the multiplication of two numbers can be done in any order (commutative) and division of one
number by another cannot

Searching and Sharing

e Children can use the search facility to refine searches on Purple Mash by year group and subject.

Email Using 2Respond

e Children know that Email is a form of digital communication.
e Children understand how 2Repond can teach them how to use email.
e Children can open and send an email to a 2Respond character.
e Children have discussed their own experiences and understanding of what email is used for.
e Children have discussed what makes us feel happy and what makes us feel sad.
Digital Footprint

Unit Three: Coding
Algorithms

e Children can explain that an algorithm is a set of instructions.

e Children can describe the algorithms they created.

e Children can explain that for the computer to make something happen, it needs to follow clear instructions.
Collision Detection

e Children can plan an algorithm that includes collision detection.

e Children can create a program using collision detection.

e Children read blocks of code and predict what will happen when it is run.
Using a Timer

e Children can create a program that uses a timer after command.

e Children can explain what the timer-after command does in their program.

e Children can predict what will happen in a program that includes a timer-after command.
Different Object Types

e Children can create a computer program that includes different objects types.

e Children can modify the properties of an object.

e Children can use different events in their program to make objects move.
Buttons

e Children can create a computer program that includes a button object.
e Children can explain what a button does in their program.
e Children can modify the properties of a button to fit their program design.

Children will learn:

Children will be asked to reflect and think of
examples of how they use each of Team H-A-P.
